What is Challenger Baseball? 

Challenger Baseball, a division of Highlands Little League, operates eight 

teams...four for children under 12 years of age and four for kids aged 12-19 

(age at April 30).  Players may have physical, intellectual or behavioural 

challenges and have fun with the support of a (usually) student volunteer - 

aged 14 and older. 

When and Where? 

Games are once a week, Saturday mornings, from April 7 until late June, at 

Norgate Park in North Vancouver.   



1-1 buddy support is available, and players enjoy special events supported by 

the League and Challenger Baseball Canada.   This might involve playing 

with the UBC Thunderbirds team, or participating in a Challenger 

tournament in the Lower Mainland. 

How can I register my child? 

You can register by clicking on: www.highlandsbaseball.com 

1. When the HLL home page appears, click on the words Regular Season that appear 

immediately below the HLL logo. .  Do not click on the red tab in the middle of the 

screen containing a checkmark and the words ‘2018 Registration’ - This path contains 

a bug that will not allow you to complete the registration process. 

2. After clicking on the words Regular Season, a registration screen will appear listing all 

league divisions.  Scroll down to the bottom of this page and the last box titled 

‘Challenger’ and click on the red bar titled ‘Register’. 

3. A page will appear titled ‘Highlands Little League’ that is linked to the TeamSnap 

website.   

i. If you or your child already have a TeamSnap account, enter your Email and 

Password information and click on the green ‘Login’ button to proceed.   

ii. If you or your child don’t have an active TeamSnap account, click on the words 

‘Sign Up’ in the statement ‘Don’t Have A TeamSnap Account  Sign Up’ to create 

an account.  Once created, your TeamSnap account will allow you to properly log 

in and proceed with the registration process.
